o​ Perform other duties as directed by the Head of Rhetoric. Examples include: 
▪​ Monitoring students at lunch 
▪​ Chaperoning student events 

 
On-Campus Time Requirements: 

●​ Summer faculty mandatory training days will be held: TBD.  
●​ On-campus days for the School of Rhetoric are Monday-Thursday throughout the school year 

(TBD). Faculty who teach first period classes must be on campus by 7:40a; otherwise, teachers 
are required to be on campus at least thirty minutes prior to their first class of the day. 

●​ Monthly faculty meetings are held on one Friday of each month from 9a-1p. 
●​ There is a student retreat and an evening open house for parents soon after the start of the 

school year.
